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List of Requirements
The List of Requirements contains a summary of all functional and technical requirement of the project. The functional requirements give an overview of all actions the user should be able to perform and of what is required to make this possible. One could think of expandability of the program, navigation options or the availability of (downloadable) information.  The technical requirements give an overview of the technical conditions to met in order to realize the functionalities.   

In some cases a project will start at this point. Organizations assigning large projects sometimes produce a list of requirement first and then ask if a technical company could develop such a thing. In our university this will often be the other way around. In many cases you will be the designer of a new product, which means that here the list of requirements is usually the last step in the technical design process. The list of requirements is included in the quotation for the client and serves as a touchstone to see if the objectives were met upon completion of the assignment.

Environment
Reflecting up the environment in which the interface will be used is also a requirement. Quite often small changes in the environment may have massive consequences for the inter-activity between a product and people. Points to be taken into consideration are light and noise levels in the surroundings, ergonomics of the user (reach, distances). As most of you will be making small, handy devices, the latter points will be of little influence on the functional specification. Do not only  think of the physical space in which the interface will be used, but also of the location and I mean world-wide. It is a bit awkward if the user gets a product in Dutch while he can only speak Swahili. In addition cultural aspect may play a role as well, such as colours and icons.  
Example
For the ipod (well-known to most of you) the designers took the light level into account. People should be able to use the little thing under all circumstances. For that reason a menu item was included called back lit. All different way of operating are less important than the environment factors.
With regard to cultural influences you should anticipate the most unusual things. Red representing emergencies is not as evident as it seems. Or the trash can on your desk top, which meets with a lot of distrust in India
